Project Description: Master Plan including evaluation of seepage problems from the Big Horn 
Canal within the town of Basin

Describe the location of the project. 
The Town of Basin is the county seat of Big Horn County; located on the eastern margin of the Big 
Horn Basin of NW Wyoming; situated on a terrace bench above the east banks of the Big Horn 
River; and accessed via US HW 16-20, State HWY 30, and the B.N. & S.F railroad line.  
 
Summarize the request. 
The Town is seeking WWDC funds for, (1) a water system master plan, and (2) a feasibility study to 
develop solutions to the Town’s high groundwater-table problems created by seepage from the Big 
Horn Canal that flows along the west edge of the community.   
 
Summarize the reasons for the request. 
With a recently constructed storage tank and regional connection to Greybull, the Town is timely 
positioned for a master plan.  A 1990 WWDC study (Basin/Big Horn Rehabilitation Project, Level II) 
on the canal seepage problem requires up-dating since raw water system storage and distribution 
was installed.  Seepage prevention and drain system expansion would alleviate annual Town 
expenditures to deal with flooding, street/alley surface repairs, and drying up boggy areas in the city 
limits.
