TOWN OF BASIN
Council Meeting – Regular Minutes
Tuesday, November 8, 2011

A Regular Meeting of the Town of Basin Council was held in the Council Chambers of the Town Hall in Basin, WY on Tuesday, November 8, 2011 at 7:00 p.m.
 
Council Members present:  Mayor Amy Kania, Dave Cooper, Lyle King, Heath Hopkin, Deb Rathbun. Also present were:  Karla Pomeroy, Brandon Ohman (TCTWest), City Attorney Kent Richens, Clerk/Treasurer Danielle Chapman, Bob Wilson, Public Works Director Jeff McFrederick, Jack Nauman and Barbara Anne Greene.  
 
The Meeting was called to Order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Kania announced two changes to the agenda, the voucher total had been updated and an insert regarding the Architectural Assistance Fund was added to the end of the Agenda packet.  The Agenda was reviewed and approved.

Deb Rathbun moved and Heath Hopkin seconded to approve the Consent Agenda as presented. 1) Minutes from the Regular Council Meeting on 10/11/11, Minutes from a Special Meeting regarding personnel on 10/14/11, and Council Workshop Minutes from 11/1/11; 2) October Financial Report; 3) Vouchers + Payroll for August $285,451.88; 4) Municipal Court Report; 5) Delinquent Accounts:  $11,093.26 (30 days), $6,913.37 (60 days) and $3198.17 (90 days.  The vote to approve the Consent Agenda was unanimous.

Public Comments:  Barbara Anne Greene spoke on behalf of the Library fundraiser, she explained to the council that the fundraiser usually serves alcohol to the guests attending, but the alcohol is not sold, therefore there is no profit made off of the alcohol.  She approached the council with a request to waive or lower the fee of liquor permit.

Public Hearing:  Bid Opening for the Flush Tank Sewer Project.  
Big Horn Redi Mix $57,902.00
Pab Good Trucking  $57,311.00
Jerry Bornhoft Construction Inc $136,372.00
Lamax Construction $54,340.00
After all the bids had been announced, Jeff McFrederick reviewed the bids.  Dave Cooper mad e a motion to reward Lamax as the low bidder, and a Jeff McFrederick verified that all documentation was in place, Lyle King seconded the motion.  Discussion none.  Vote was unanimous and the motion carried.  

The Council reviewed the minutes from the Planning & Zoning Commission, from the 10/25/11 meeting.  Mayor Kania informed the council that the terms in the Bylaws are going to be amended.  The change will make the rotation of appointed positions will rotate opposite of each other.  Mayor Kania asked the council their thoughts on this and they agreed with the proposed changes and the Mayor will inform the Planning & Zoning Commission that the Town is behind them to proceed as proposed.  

The Council also reviewed the Master Plan Steering Committee, the next meeting is scheduled for 11/10/11.  Mayor Kania stated that the survey results are in and they are posted on the Town of Basin Website.

The Council received an update from the Cemetery District Ad Hoc Committee spokesperson Deb Rathbun who she is still waiting for more information from the County Assessor’s Office.  

3rd Reading of Ordinance 608:  AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING ANIMAL CONTROL:  Discussion:  Kent Richens stated he did not change the content, just the format.  Heath Hopkin made a motion to pass Ordinance 608, Lyle King seconded, and Vote was unanimous, motion carried.

Resolution 2011-1101-1: Traffic Control Devices around Laura Irwin Elementary to implement SRTS Laura Irwin Traffic Plan.  Lyle King made a motion to adopt Resolution 2011-1101-1 and Heath Hopkin seconded the motion.  Discussion:  Deb Rathbun asked about if we are planning to implement the signage right now.  Mayor Kania explained to the council that the SRTS would like to work out some of the minor details before placing the signs, but by passing this Resolution, the Town of Basin is showing its support and commitment to the School.  Dave Cooper stated that he would like to hold off, but let the School know that the Town is on board.  Heath Hopkin retracted his motion to second.  Lyle King amended his original motion with moving to remove the verbage in the 3rd paragraph and pass without that, Heath Hopkin seconded the motion, discussion none, vote was unanimous and the motion carried.
Resolution 2011-1101-2:  Spill Prevention, Control and Countermeasures Plan for the Electric Utility.  Mayor Kania informed the council that the Town does not require to have a Professional Engineer Review completed.  The Town is a Tier II facility.  Jeff McFrederick has ordered PPE for the crews and he will be working with the crew to provide training.  Jeff also stated that the Environmental Consultant is scheduled to come through in April.  Mayor Kania discussed that we need to contract with Hazmat/Emergency Response and an Enviromental Consultant company that only charges if we have to call them.  Dave made a motion to adopt Resolution 2011-1101-2, Heath Hopkin seconded the motion, discussion none, vote was unanimous and the motion carried.

City Attorney, Kent Richens provided the Council with suggestions on future Bid Requirements.  Proof of Residency Certificates should be required in order for the contractor to receive the 5% variance.  Kent was looking for Council input concerning implementing these conditions,Proof of Residency Certificate into the bid contracts.  Heath Hopkin made the motion to approve implementing the Certificate for Proof of Residency into all bid contracts, Lyle King seconded the motion, discussion:  Dave Cooper asked about subcontractors, Kent explained that this has not yet become a problem.  Vote was unanimous and the motion carried.

Mayor Kania informed the Council that she had received a few siren comments.  The comments were regarding the siren going off early in the morning and also late at night.  Mayor Kania provided the Council with statistics she received after speaking with John Hyde, in 2010 out of 28 call outs that made the siren sound, only 3 of them were between the hours of 10:00 pm and 6:00 am.  In 2011 thus far, the siren has been sounded 10 times and only 2 were during the night.  The Town’s numbers are very low which makes the response time low, keeps the Fire Department rating low and in return keeps the Town of Basin residence Home Owners Insurance down.  The siren helps with response time and the pagers are not always reliable.  

Mayor Kania gave an update on the meeting that she and Public Works Director, Jeff McFrederick attended the meeting and the Town of Basin was approved for the Level II which means a Water Master Plan and a Water Investigation for the leakage and the rising of ground water.  This will provide the town with a satellite grid of all the flow locations and reads.  The water commission hires the consultants and they will make selections for the consultants in January 2012.  This is 100% covered minus the application fee of $1000.00.  There is no time frame at this time.

Mayor Kania update the Council regarding the WYDOT Planning Grant-Pedestrian/Bicycle Pathways Update.  The submitted application was approved per notification for WYDOT’s Shelby Carlson.  WYDOT is requiring that any Grant Applicants are Certified in Local Administration.  Unfortunately the classes offered the last go around were completely full and the Town of Basin could not attend.  Shelby suggested that the Town choose a consultant that could work on behalf of the Town of Basin.  Mayor Kania will be submitting a letter to Shelby stating that Mike Donnell from Donnell & Allred will be the project administrator for the Town of Basin.  Once Shelby receives this letter she will move forward with placing the Grant.


Building Permits:  Russ Fowler, 815 Big Horn Ave, Shop.  Deb Rathbun made a motion to approve the building permit, Dave Cooper seconded the motion, discussion none, vote was unanimous and the motion carried.

HAAF  Historic Architectural Assistance Fund Grant Update:  Mayor Kania announced that we were approved for the HAAF grant.  This is a 100% grant that will provide the Town with an architect, one already chosen bye the HAAF group, with a building assessment for the Annex next to Town Hall.  This architect will be here on Friday, November 11, 2011.

Round Table:  Dave Cooper expressed concern that during the fall leaf season we are perhaps over charging and penalizing too much.  Dave suggested that maybe a few weeks during the fall we could bump up the amount of pickups the Town people receive to accommodate the cleaning up of leaves or maybe there is a better solution.  Perhaps more signs and cones showing a route for the compost pile would be helpful.  Mayor Kania said there was a suggestion in the Master Plan Survey feedback that stated the Town could possibly educate the people who come into the area, where and what and when as far as the compost pile goes.  The office will be working on putting this together this winter.

Heath Hopkin made a motion to enter into Executive Session at 8:02 pm, Dave Cooper seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous, motion carried.  

A motion was made that Mayor Kania offer 2 positions for the Electrical Department.  Dave Cooper made a motion to exit Executive Session at 8:48 pm, Lyle King seconded the motion, vote was unanimous and the motion carried.  

Heath Hopkin made a motion to adjourn the regular council meeting at 8:50 pm, Dave Cooper seconded the motion, vote was unanimous and the motion carried.
